Bassist and composer Gabriel Espinosa's “The Brazilian Project” is the
realization of a lifelong devotion to the music that first stirred his - :

The Brazilian Project stands as a joyful summit in
Espinosa's decades-long journey—an inspired cross-cultural
collaboration that honors tradition while speaking in a fresh,
contemporary voice.
